With hopes of catching the attention of
football fans in the off-season, the All
American Football League is planning to
launch next spring with six professional
teams, including one in Houston, FOX 26
has learned.

Former University of Houston athletic
director Cedric Dempsey, who was
president of the NCAA for nine years, is
the AAFL’s commissioner.

The Houston franchise hopes to play at
least some home games at 70,000-seat
Rice Stadium, home of the 1974 Super
Bowl. Rice officials say the two sides are
talking.

"It is an intriguing concept,” Rice athletic
director Chris Del Conte said. "They sent
us a proposal about being a host. We are
in the process of reviewing it."

Meanwhile Katz says he and his
colleagues know there will be hard
guestions about whether or not a spring
professional football league can really be
successful.
